MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION

SUBJECT: Interim Change 1 to TRADOC Regulation 350-6 and Interim Change 2 to
TRADOC Regulation 350-16

1. Reference:

a. TRADOC Regulation 350-6, E’nliste;l Initial Entry Training (IET) Policies and
Administration, 3 Jul 2001.

b. TRADOC Regulation 350-16, Drill Sergeant Program, 15 Mar 2000.

2. One aspect of our critical mission to transform America’s volunteers into soldiers is
setting standards. While our Drill Sergeants do an outstanding job of training to standards
and serving as role models, we lack standardization with respect to the Drill Sergeant
uniform throughout the IET base. As an institution, we must ensure all IET soldiers
receive a like experience in the training base and reinforce the importance of achieving and
maintaining standards. Standardizing the appearance of our Drill Sergeants throughout
the Army is a part of this process.

3. TRADOC Regulation 350-6 is changed as follows:

a. (para 3-14a) The drill sergeant’s regular working uniform consists of the
campaign/bush hat, battle dress uniform, and stripped pistol belt (Belt Individual
Equipment) with black plastic latches. Drill Sergeants will wear this uniform on foot
marches, except as identified in para 3-14b. Canteen may be worn on the pistol belt when
conducting foot marches and other occasions when hecessary. The Class A uniform with
campaign hat, and the Class B uniform with campaign hat, may be worn on appropriate
occasions. The pistol belt is not part of the Class A or Class B uniform.

b. (para 3-14b) During periods of training which call for a tactical environment (e.g.,
foot marches to and from FTX), unit cadre will be in the same uniform as the IET soldiers.
Additionally, drill sergeants will wear the kevlar helmet and L.CE on live fire ranges. Drill
sergeant kevlar helmets will be identified by a white reflective band. During all other
periods of training, the drill sergeant will wear the prescribed drill sergeant uniform.
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4. TRADOC Regulation 350-16 is amended to include the following:

a. The Drill Sergeant School Leader (DSL) regular working uniform consists of the
campaign/bush hat, battle dress uniform, and stripped pistol belt with black plastic latches.
DSLs will not wear distinctive Brass/Gold buckles as a component of their pistol belt.

b. Drill sergeant candidates will be awarded the campaign/bush hat and pistol belt
upon graduation from Drill Sergeant School.

5. The changes addressed in liaragraphs‘3 and 4 are effective 1 Jan 03. Installations may

start transition as early as 1 Nov 02."

6. The command continues to investigate standardizing the reflective vest worn by DS.
Future correspondence will address the implementation of a standard DS vest, once a
design is selected and related analysis is completed.
